Of all the surfaces to play tennis, clay courts need the most 

maintenance.  Our club's courts get a thorough rolling at the 

start of the year to create a consistent flat surface across all 

areas of the courts.  But, the clay’s water content must be 

balanced to provide a good surface throughout the year.  For 

this reason, our grounds keeper will be visiting the courts on a daily basis.  Depending on 

the day’s weather conditions, the courts may be watered, swept and brushed at different 

times.  Please follow the groundskeeper’s instructions and vacate the courts during court 

maintenance. 

Our mission is to promote the sport of tennis in Cambridge, giving opportu-

nities for growth at all levels of play.  In keeping with international tennis in-

structional research and best practices, we follow a progressive tennis teach-

ing model whereby players use modified court sizes, ball types (foam, low-

compression and regular), and racquet sizes based on their ages and abilities.  

Our head coaches are all Tennis Canada certified and  members of the Ten-

nis Professionals Association. Furthermore, we continually strive to learn more about the delivery of tennis instruction by  

regularly taking part in professional development and recertification seminars.   Registrations 

will take place on-site or by mail.
